This agreement may be terminated at any time by either party upon 60 days' written notice to the 
other. Any such termination will be without prejudice to any obligations or liabilities of either party 
already accrued prior to such termination.  

This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject 
matter and no other agreements, either oral or written, will be effective to vary the terms hereof. No 
amendment to this agreement will be valid or binding unless reduced to writing and signed by the 
parties. Neither party may assign its interest under this agreement without the written consent of 
the other party. This agreement will be governed by, and interpreted in accordance with, the laws 
of the State of Texas. This agreement will not be effective until signed by an authorized TSU 
official.
