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TRANSFER STUDENT EXEMPTIONS 

Military Service: 

a) Students who serve in the state of Texas as active duty members of the Armed Forces of

the United States. Official documentation of active duty status for the enrollment period

is required. Students must file a Verification of Active Duty form each semester which

can be obtained in the Base Education Office.

b) Students who are on active duty in the Texas National Guard.

c) Students who are members of a reserve component of the armed forces for at least 3 years

preceding enrollment.

d) Students who on or after August 1, 1990, were honorably discharged, retired, or released

from active duty as a member of the United States Armed Forces, Texas National Guard,

or member of reserve component. A copy of the DD214 form showing this status is

required.

Students who are transferring to Texas Southern University (TSU) from a private and/or out-of- 

state, regionally-accredited college or university, may meet sections of the TSI Assessment 

based on the grade of a C or higher in courses that are equivalent to the following TSU courses: 

Writing* 

• Freshman English I & II: ENG 131 or ENG 132

Reading* 

• English Literature: 230, 231, 235 & 244 (World, American & African-American)

• United States History: HIST 231 or 232

• American Government: POLS 235 or 236

• General Psychology: PSY 131

Mathematics* 

• College Algebra or any Higher Level Math: MATH 133
