Tennessee law requires all public higher education institutions to "conduct a biennial survey of the institution's students and employees 
to assess the campus climate with regard to diversity of thought and the respondents' comfort level in speaking freely on campus, 
regardless of political affiliation or ideology" (TCA 49-7-1905).
